What'’s in the future?

Many residents are interested and ru-
mors that have been floating around
about the upcoming stable expansion
and/or renovation. The Board of Direc-
tors [BOD] wants everyone to under-
stand the process that is ongoing re-
garding this issue. Some of the ques-
tions that have been ask include:

Q. Will the stables be renovated or ex-

A. This decision has not completely been
made. The BOD has not gathered all of
the information necessary to present to
the City of Orange to determine what
expansion would be allowed. In any
event, there will be at least a major
reno

Q. In the event of an expansion, what
concerns of the association members
would be addressed?

A. Reducing traffic is of extreme impor-
tance to the BOD. One method may be
to reduce feed deliveries. By limiting the
number of deliveries, traffic can be e-
duced. Another way might be to hire
some stable help for feeding —
feeding time could the number of trips.
renters to walk down to
the stables when possible may be a-
other avenue to approach. Dust and or-
der control will also be addressed. Plans
may include a new turnout area, re-
moved from it's present location. The
issue of rodents will also be addressed.
The overall cost involved will be studied,
whether the stable is renovated or ex-

Q. Prior to actually considering expan-
sion, can the waiting list be verified?

A. Yes, but the BOD has found that this
is inaccurate information at best. The

list was verified about six
months ago, but recently when a stall
became available the first three on the

list were not ready to move a horse into
the facility and requested to go to the

Q. When would the renovation or &-
pan

A. The BOD hoped to be farther along
in the process that we are at this point.
Some maintenance and general up

have been ignored while waiting a final
plan. It is expected that the renovation
or expansion would take place in calen-

Q. What is the cost impact to the me m-
bers of the association for additional
electrical and water requirements?

A. Currently the stables operate autono-
mously and have a separate budget
funded by the stable renters. The sta-
bles are under the sphere of influence
of the BOD and as such are accountable
to them and the association member-
ship. In the extreme, if the BOD took
over the direct responsibility of the sta-
bles, it would be their intention that the
stables would continue to be self-
funded and would not cause any addi-
tional financial burden to the member-

Q. Is the renovation or expansion a

A. No and yes, as the reserve fund is a
budget item. The monies would ¢

from the reserve fund, not the annual

budget. In the event of an expansion, if

monies were needed to be borrowed,

ils would need to be worked

— nothing has been determined as

of this time. If a loan were made to

fund the expansion the BOD would ex-

pect this to be handled in a business
